 QUESTIONS OF POTANTIAL BENEFICIARIS ON ENPI BLACK SEA CBC PROGRAMME

1- Do we have to open an Euro Bank Account during application or after approval of the Project?

No. the bank account will be opened after contract signature, before implementation of the Action. 

2- Do we have to sign Partnership Statement during application or after approval of the project?

As stated in the Guidelines for Grant Applicants, section "2.2.2 Annexes and supporting documents to be submitted with the application":

(5) Partnership Statements (in Annex A - Grant Application Form, Sections 4.5 and 5.2) should be submitted by the IPA Financial Lead Beneficiary (if it is the case) and all partners. This document must be submitted as original. The Applicant (lead partner) does not need to submit this document.

Moreover the Partnership Agreement is not required at the application moment. This document will be required in a later stage only for the selected projects, as a prior condition for concluding the Grant Contract with the Joint Managing Authority.
3- Do IPA partners have to pay co financing?
Co-financing is decided by the partnership. There are no provisions on how the applicant/partners share the co financing.

The rate of co-financing is minimum 10% of the total eligible costs of the Action and it is requested for each approved proposal. It is not compulsory for all partners to contribute each with minimum 10% to the total eligible costs of the project: some partners may contribute with more than 10%, some may contribute with less than 10%; however, the co-financing should be minimum 10% at the project level.

4- Why is Turkey  not eligible to be an Applicant?
As candidate country financed by IPA, entities from Turkey may not act as an Applicants, but only as partners due to different procedures to follow in ENPI and IPA Grants.
