Subject: Coordination of the Work related to the European Union  

CIRCULAR

2014/16

Turkey's EU Accession is a strategic goal and the progress in this regard has become far more important. Future work will be carried out in line with "Turkey's European Union Strategy" prepared by the Ministry for EU Affairs. 


Contributions of and coordination among all public institutions are of utmost importance for implementation of the Strategy which is based on the pillars of determination in the political reform process, continuity in socio-economic transformation, and effectiveness in communication. The relevant ministries will explain the work and reforms carried out in the scope of the Strategy in national and international fora; and the public will be accurately and immediately informed on the issues that lead to misperceptions about Turkey. Furthermore, throughout Turkey's EU accession process, it will be beneficial to communicate with all segments of the society and to consult with local administrations, professional associations, civil society organizations, development agencies and universities.

The following principles shall apply to the work for harmonisation with the EU, particularly to measures to be contained in "The National Action Plan for EU Accession" being prepared under the coordination of the Ministry for EU Affairs in line with the Strategy.  

 

1. As stipulated in Article 6(1)(f) of the By-law on the Procedures and Principles for Drafting Legislation which became effective with the Council of Ministers Decree No. 2005/9986 of 19 December 2005, the opinion of the Ministry for EU Affairs shall be obtained with respect to the draft legislation prepared for alignment with the EU acquis.

2. Draft legislation prepared for the purpose of alignment with the EU legislation will be submitted to the Ministry for EU Affairs together with the "Table of Concordance regarding the EU Legislation" as described in Annex 1. In the relevant draft legislation, references to the EU legislation will be made as described in Annex 2.  

3. All public institutions will inform the Ministry for EU Affairs in due time about their correspondence and contact with the EU institutions, and consult with the Ministry in this regard as necessary.
