	Eligibility of candidates and partners

	1. Is it possible to apply to the programme with a common project from two institutions from two EU countries?

	No, unless at least one organisation from a Mediterranean partner country or territory is added to that partnership. Please refer to point 2.1.2 of "the Guidelines for grant applicants".

	2. Is it an obligation to include one institution from Mediterranean country?
	Yes, please refer to question 1.

	3. Is a consortium composed of two non profit organisations sufficient?
	Yes, if all other eligibility criteria are met by these two organisations. 

	4. What does "collaboration between public and private sector" mean? Is collaboration between non profit organizations sufficient?
	Collaboration between public and private sector means a partnership incorporating institutional and non-profit private partners.
Even though horizontal partnerships incorporating institutional, associations, and private partners are encouraged, this is not mandatory.

	5. As by February 15, concept notes have to be presented (and no project proposals), is it allowed that an organisation is present as a partner in more than one concept note?
	No. Please refer to point 2.1.3 of "the Guidelines for grant applicants", "an applicant may not submit more than one proposal under this call for proposals, either as leader of a consortium or as a partner". This is already applicable at the level of the submission of the concept note.

	6. Is it allowed that two partner organisations are from the same EU Member State?
	Yes, provided that at least one organisation from a Mediterranean partner country or territory is added to that partnership. Please refer to point 2.1.2 of "the Guidelines for grant applicants".

	7. Is Libya eligible?
	As beneficiaries or partners implementing the projects, entities located in Libya are eligible. Please, refer to footnote 7 of point 2.1.1 of "the Guidelines for grant applicants".
As final beneficiary of the actions to be undertaken by the selected projects, Libya is not eligible.

	8. Is a partnership between only one EU Member State entity and one Mediterranean country or region entity enough?
	Yes.  Please refer to point 2.1.2 of "the Guidelines for grant applicants".


	Eligibility of actions

	9. In scope of Euromed Heritage IV programme, we are planning to start a project on Restoration of Historical Wooden Houses and we would like to know if this action can be assessed due to the eligible financial items and if it is eligible?
	The projects (concept notes and full proposals) will be assessed by the Evaluation Committee based on the project description provided in the Grant Application Form and on the Evaluation Grid published in the Guidelines. 
In the interest of equal treatment of applicants, the Contracting Authority cannot give a prior opinion on the eligibility of an applicant, a partner or an action.



	10. We think that the specific objectives that better suit our project are to "contribute to awareness-raising in the Mediterranean partner countries in particular to the importance of cultural heritage and its diversity; encourage the accessibility to and the knowledge of cultural heritage, and promote an effective and integrated management of this heritage".  Nevertheless, we also think it could fit the second specific objective "Encourage the social and economic repercussions at regional and local levels".  We would like some word of advice on this matter as we are thinking of adding more interchangeable cultural manifestations such as journalism, photography, sculpture, painting and writing.

	Yes.

	Eligibility of costs and budgetary matters

	13. How much of the budget can be subcontracted? Is there any ratio?
	There is no predefined ratio of the budget which can be subcontracted. The opportunity of having recourse to sub-contracting will be examined on a case by case basis. 

It is also reminded that the Beneficiary and its partners must be directly responsible for the preparation and management of the action, not acting as intermediaries.  

	14. When does the Contracting authority have to declare procurement necessity? In the submission form or after the award of the grant?
	This declaration can be made after the award of the grant. However, please note that budget items 3 and 5 in the Annex B (budget) of "the full application form" (part B of "the Grant application form"), are normally implemented through sub-contracts. 

	15. May pre-existing agreements/cooperation between beneficiaries and subcontractors overcome the need for tenders?
	No. The procurement rules set out in Annex IV to the standard grant contract must be respected.

	16. Do associates have to co-finance activity development in which they are involved?
	Not necessarily. However, please note that associates may not receive funding from the grant with the exception of per diem or travel costs. Please refer to point 2.1.2 of "the Guidelines for grant applicants".

	There is no such legal form. The signature of agreements or Memoranda of Understanding between partners is strongly recommended.

	On the first page of the "Grant Application Form".
