	The General Directorate of Turkish Highways is responsible for designing, constructing, maintaining and operating motorways, state roads and provincial roads by the Establishment Law 5539 of the General Directorate of Turkish Highways.  Motorway  length, open to traffic, accounts for 1987 km and comprises six closed type motorways. Additionally, state road and provincial road network covers 61764 km. 
 Motorways are in the category of access controlled roads.  This means that type of roads need extra safety precautions and comfort. Fifteen tunnels, longer than 500 m, open to traffic or under construction on motorways in addition to Thirty-two state road and provincial road tunnels.  Tunnel operation activities have already been introduced for state road tunnels and will be a part of major operation activities in state roads. The number of tunnels in Turkey, compared with European Union countries, will rank the fourth by 2010.
National legislation with regard to tunnel covers;

Both will be revised to provide conformity with the EU acquis upon acquiring membership. Preparatory work is being done with regard to conformity now.
 “Directive 2004/54/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council of 29 April 2004 on minimum safety requirements for tunnels in the trans-European road network.” is the legislation to be taken into consideration for harmonization. That legislation was elaborated in the content of explanatory meeting and country session.

	By means of this study visit, we will have the opportunity to compare our tunnel facilities and imlpementations with some of the EU member states’ tunnels in terms of various aspects such as ventilation, communication, fire detection, incident management, control room, checking of certain goods transporting through tunnels, administrative bodies of tunnels, organizational charts, traffic control inside tunnels, technical fleets of maintenance and operation, coordination with other organisations with regard to tunnel operation, equipment park of tunnels, their operational legislation in force, emergency cases and plans, tunnel restriction, conformity to the EU legislation of Directive 2004/54/EC,  their specific experiences, etc.
