	As indicated in Banking Law No:5411, Article 95 about on site and off-site supervision, one of the main duties of Banking Regulation and Supervision Agency is to supervise the implementation of the provisions of the Banking Law and to conduct on site and off-site examination of credit institutions on consolidated and non-consolidated basis.
Within this framework, on-site and off-site supervision functions are performed under Audit Departments. Supervision groups consisting of professional staff are responsible for both on-site and off-site supervision of

banks. Off-site supervision activities are carried out by; analysing various indicators relating to banks’

financial performance in daily, weekly, monthly and quarterly periods and preparing standard periodic reports, such as stress testing, scenario analysis, derivatives reports and notes, etc.  
Due to differences in supervisory practices, countries generally follow different off-site supervision process. Since different off-site monitoring processes have their own advantages and disadvantages, it is important to know and discuss the "best practices" of different countries in this area. It is expected that with this program, participants will improve on their supervisory process for off-site monitoring.
