	The Inspection Board of Finance, taking "Inspection General des France" as a model , was set up in 1879 , during the attempts to rearrange and improve the financial administration in the Ottoman Era, with the purpose of ensuring that all financial transactions of the state are audited and inspected by an authorized board under the authority of the Minister of Finance.

The Inspection Board of Finance which has a history of 127 years has not only led and determined the institutionalization of financial audit and tax review, but has also set a model for the inspection boards set up later and has acted as a school educating the executives for the senior positions in the administration.

Although the Inspection Board of Finance is within the Ministry of Finance from an administrative perspective and looks like a conventional board of inspectors (internal audit unit), it assumes the function of the higher audit unit of the state, considering the scope and significance of its authority and duties. Thus, the Finance Inspectors are employed somehow as State Inspectors. Its power and duties  comes from many laws and regulations.

In Turkey, Public Financial Management Control Law (PFMCL) No.5018 was adopted in 2003 and all provisions came into force on 1 January 2006. PFMC Law  basically introduces a new public financial control system in Turkey. In this new system, an internal audit function is introduced in the line agencies as defined in the said Law, and the ex ante financial control power is delegated to the line agencies. According to new PFMCL Law No. 5018, Internal audit is performed by the internal auditors.  All public agencies will have their own internal auditors. 

By taking into consideration the need of regulating the principles of coordination and cooperation between inspection system and internal auditing required by the new PFMC Law No.5018, the Inspection Board of Finance has initiated a restructuring program in order to improve its quantitative and qualitative capacity.

For this reason, The Turkish Inspection Board of Finance would like to cooperate with Inspectorate General for Finance  which had similar experience at this issue.
